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SKI PATROL CANDIDATE RULES & PROCEDURES

1) SAFETY IS PARAMOUNT!  This includes not only your own safety but that of the skiing and boarding public as well.  Only you know your true abilities and are responsible for staying within them.  If during any training situation you feel uncomfortable or unsafe bring it to the immediate attention of your instructor.

2) OEC On-the-Hill training will begin Sunday, December 111h and S&T training will start on Saturday, December 31. All other S&T training will be conducted on Sundays.  Generally, Ski & Toboggan (S&T) training takes place in the morning with a break for lunch followed by Outdoor Emergency Care (OEC) beginning at 1:00pm and ending at approximately 5:00pm (after sweep).  On occasion it may be necessary to revise this schedule. If we know of any changes in advance we will call to let you know.
3) As candidates you are required to be at Toggenburg, ready to ski, each Sunday from 9:00am to Noon for S&T Candidates and from 1:00pm through sweep (approximately 5:00pm) for OEC Candidates.  This means that you should have already signed in, obtained your lift ticket, and be fully dressed ready to go by your training activity start time.
4) All OEC candidates are required to be at the Top Shack no later than 1:00pm for OEC training. The one exception to this rule is that the December 11 orientation session will be held in the Patrol Room 
5) To obtain your lift ticket, go to the ticket window and identify yourself as a patrol                                                       candidate.  The area staff will have a list of candidates and will check off your name and give you a pass.  Ski Patrol candidacy is considered an all day effort.  If you are signed in, you are expected to be training, or patrolling.  In doing so, you are representing the Toggenburg Ski Patrol (TSP).  This means that you should maintain a neat appearance, and display a courteous and helpful attitude toward the skiing public.  It is expected that you extend additional efforts (other than mandatory training) to improve your newly acquired skills.  Therefore, the Toggenburg staff will allow you to obtain a ski pass, on any given day.  This pass is for candidate training, and in doing so, you are expected to be signed in on the patrol sign in log, and available when needed.
6) At the beginning of each designated training day S&T candidates are required to check all equipment on the hill to assure that each toboggan location is fully equipped.  Report any deficiencies that you are unable to correct to the Chief of Hill.
7) The Chief of Hill (COH) on any given day is the patroller in charge of patrol activities for that day.  If you have any concerns over operating procedures, dangerous conditions, trail openings, reckless skiers, etc. please bring them to the attention of the COH.  He or she has the authority to institute corrective measures or bring the concerns up with management depending on appraisal of the situation.  The COH will often delegate tasks to the patrollers and candidates.  Please be ready to assist whenever requested.

8) Since you have completed the classroom portion of the OEC course and the full CPR course, if the necessity arises, you will be expected to use those skills to assist other patrollers.  Remember, however, that you are not fully qualified patrollers until you have passed all your proficiency tests and been approved by the Toggenburg Ski Patrol Board of Directors (BOD). 

9) It will be your responsibility to obtain, and maintain, a patrol pack.  There are fanny packs located in the patrol room that may be borrowed for your candidate training.  You will be given the initial stock of first aid supplies and you can restock from our supply cabinets as required. A copy of a suggested list of items for your pack is included in this manual. Upon completion of your candidate training, you are expected to obtain your own official pack, either a fanny pack or a backpack.
10) During your candidate training your skiing and first aid skills will improve, due in part, to the amount of time spent practicing.  Don’t limit your training strictly to the mandatory training days.  The Toggenburg Ski Patrol (TSP) has numerous qualified instructors that are available for your assistance throughout the skiing season and beyond.  Feel free to ask any patroller to help you with any technique that may need improvement.  Ski lessons are also available from the Toggenburg Ski School staff.  Don’t hesitate to ask them for free lessons.  They are excellent at what they do.  Just remember, the more time you spend practicing your skiing and first aid skills the better you should do on your proficiency tests. 

11) There will be two different proficiency tests, one for skiing and toboggan handling and one for OEC “on the hill” skills.  They will cover what you learned during the season.  OEC proficiency testing of candidates is scheduled for February 25 and S&T proficiency testing is scheduled for February 26.  You will be notified of any date changes well beforehand. 
12) Membership in the Toggenburg Ski Patrol is dependent upon the successful completion of the proficiency tests and approval by the Board of Directors. The following criteria will be used in evaluating candidates for membership in the Toggenburg Ski Patrol: skills proficiency, physical capability, safety, professionalism, participation, promptness, attitude, and instructor evaluations.
13) During the season following your acceptance into the NSP and Toggenburg Ski Patrol, you will be assigned a mentor for the duration of the season.  The primary purpose of this mentor is to ease the transition from candidate to patroller.   

14) Finally, you must always remember that the patrol is above all a first aid and safety organization and that we work for the ski area.  To the public we are representatives of the National Ski Patrol, Toggenburg Ski Patrol, and the Toggenburg Winter Sports Center and must conduct ourselves professionally.
