Safety Talk to Ski Instructors 

“LIABILITY” You are a member of the Management Team. 
1.   Stay Calm. Your reactions will impact reactions of injured person. Talk to and reassure skier. 

2.   Secure Scene Safety. Be sure other skiers can see and avoid you and your class. Request help from bystanders if necessary. Universal "crossed skis"
3.   Request Help. Stay with skier at all times. Send others to alert Ski Patrol and/or staff. Be as precise as possible about location on the hill, extent of problem name and age of skier. (real young parents need to be notified by patrol) 

4.   If there is chance of back or neck injury - Do Not Move. The only exception would be if breathing is obstructed. 

5.   Try to keep injured person warm and dry. Sometimes help may take several minutes to arrive. 

6.  If there is potential of injury to leg, knee, or ankle, do not remove skis. 

7.  Never attempt to remove a helmet. 

8. Avoid direct contact with any body fluids. Your personal safety needs to come first. 

9. For injuries to the wrist or forearm, allow skier to self-support using good arm. 

10. Watch for frost bite/frost nip. Get skiers showing signs of cold injuries indoors immediately. 

11. Report all possible injuries. 

12. You may be asked by the ski patrol to provide information on the incident. Please stay with the skier until released by the ski patrol.

No skis, snowboards, or poles in the lodge – Sharp edges: no exceptions.
14.
Safety Bar down when riding the lifts – state law.

15.
Don’t buckle snowboards on lift.

16.
Do not ski out of bounds.

17.
Helmets – great idea – encourage students to wear them.

18.
Uphill skier has right of way when coming in from side trail .

Don’t block trails or chair off-ramp
